
Subject: - DEVELOPMENT OF HOMOEOPATHY- SUGGESTIONS FOR THE.

HOl1}Qeop~thyi? .a .sy~temqf therapeutics recog!1ize~and practised throughout
the world. It is based on the principle "Similia Similibus Curantur" which means "Let
likes be cured by likes." Some earlier physicians knew the Similia principle too, but it
was Dr. Samuel Hahnemann (1755-1843) a celebrated Scientist, Chemist and leading
German physician, who developed a system of therapy based on it. Homoeopathy is not
'slow' as 'propagated by some of its critics.'Most of the .acute diseases, viz., tonsillitis,
Bronchitis, Influenza, Gastro-enteritis, Dysentery etc., respond rapidly to homoeopathic
treatment. A number of cases of Diphtheria are cured with homoeopathic remedies
alone. The recovery is smooth, rapid and often dramatic-seldom otherwise. Severe cases
of pneumonia, especially those of viral etiology, and very sever infections in general can
be managed similarly. Even mild cases of Tetanus can be cured withhomoeopathic
remedies alone. A majority of cases of hypertrophic tonsillitis, peptic ulcers, anal
fissures,' piles etc., which are otherwise surgically treated can be successfully treated in
homoeopathy.

In chronic diseases, prolonged or life-long use of powerful, toxic drugs can be
avoided. In the chronic asthmatics, for example, the frequency and intensity of acute
attacks gradually and steadily diminish with the commencement of the treatment.
Even patients with emphysema and other complications obtain considerable relief from
the simple harmless remedies avoiding life.:long use of broncho.:dilators, vasa-dilators,
expectorants etc. Cases of dyspepsia, hyperacidity, peptic ulcer, colitis, amoebiasis,
hemorrhoids, anal fissures, nephritis, arthritis, spondylosis, common gynecological
disorders, various acute skin infections, many of the chronic skin diseases, certain
diseases of the cardio-vascular system, a number of allergic conditions etc., can be
successfully treated with homoeopathic remedies.

Homoeopathy has a definite role to play in the treatment of C.N.S. disorders like
epilepsy etc., myopathies, endocrinal and metabolic disorders, and collagen diseases in
general and cancers. All the homoeopathic remedies and all the potencies are absolutely

In Pakistan, Homeopathy was recognized through an Act of parliament namely,
Unani, Ayurvedic and Homeopathic Practitioners Act II of 1965. Primarily, the main
object of the enactment w'!s to regulate the ,qualification .anq provide registrat~ont~ the
practitioners of this system but later in 1977 the Act was amended to promote and
popularize the System and to regulate its education and research. The developments
took place for improvement of this system of medicine since its recognition is as under: -

In 1975, Government constituted an Indigenous Medicine Commission to make
recommendation for the development of indigenous system of medicine. This
Commission comprised the eminent Scientists, Doctors, Hakims, Homoeopaths, Vaid and
other Scholars. The world-renowned Scientist Dr.Salim-uz-Zaman Saddiqui was
nominated as Chairman of the Commission. The Commission submitted its elaborated
